With the wave of

anti-Semitism that has
spread across France
recently, it might be
assumed that French Jewry
has no friends in high
places.

Station that “I feel more
close to you than you can
imagine...Also in my heart,
through ties of affection and

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CHEMO AT NIGHT?
NEW ISRAELI STUDY SUGGESTS TUMORS GROW MORE QUICKLY AT NIGHT

Cancer scientists
have long been interested in
how and why tumors grow
and spread. Now a group at
the Weizmann Institute of
Science has found that
tumors might grow more
quickly at night, meaning
that it might be more effi-
cient to give chemotherapy
during the night rather than
during daytime.

“It could mean that
some treatments should be
done during the night,”
Yehoshua Enuka, one of the
authors of the report told
The Media Line. “It could

also lead to a better under-
standing of the exact biolog-
ical and molecular mecha-
nism that governs the
process of tumor progres-
sion.”

The findings which
were published in Nature

Communications, were done
on gastric tumors in mice
and the experiment has not
been done yet on human
subjects. In the case of the
mice, which are more active
during the night and sleep
during the day, the tumors
grew more quickly during
the day. The hypo-

thesis is that in the case of
people, the tumors will grow
faster at night than during
the day. It would therefore
be more effective to give
chemotherapy at night.

Non-scientists might
question how much validity
a study on mice could have
on human cancer, but sci-
entists say humans are
more similar to mice than
we might think.

“There’s a concept of
a model organism in biolo-
gy,” Don Katcoff of the
Faculty of Life Sciences at
Bar Ilan University told The

Media Line. “The physiology
is similar and many of the
same rules apply.”

He also said the
findings that were pub-
lished do seem to be break-
ing new ground.

“They found that the
tumors became smaller if
chemotherapy was given to
the mice during the day-
time, which is equivalent to
our night,” he said. “They
found that it the difference
was statistically significant,
but there is a conglomerate
o f  f ac to rs  tha t  go  in to

deciding how much
chemotherapy to give and
what kinds of compounds to
use.”

He suggested it was
likely that a similar trial
would be conducted with
people to see if the findings
are replicated.

Dr. Matia Lauriola,
Bologna University in Italy,
and the primary author of
the paper, said the new
ground broken has to do
with the interaction
between tumor growth and
the hormone receptor fac-
tor. The receptors are pro-
tein molecules found either
on the cell’s surface or with-
in cells. The research
focused on two specific
receptors – the epidermal
growth factor receptor,
EGFR, helps cells, including
cancer cells, grow and
migrate. The second recep-
tor binds to a steroid hor-
mone called a glucocorticoid
(GC), similar to cortisol.
This is often called the
“stress hormone” because
its levels rise in stressful
situations.

“Nobody looked at
the interaction between dif-
ferent factors in these
cases,” Lauriola told The
Media Line. “We are the first
to look at these interactions
and we think it is important
for the understanding of the
mechanism that has been

important for tumor
growth.”

The scientists gave a
breast cancer drug,
Lapatinib, to mice with can-
cer. The drug is meant to
inhibit EGFR, to prevent the
growth of the cancer cells.
They were more effective
during the day, when the
mice were sleeping, than at
night.

Yehoshua Enuka of
the Weizmann Institute says

that the research could help
scientists understand how
tumors grow.

“It sheds new light
on tumor progression,” he
said. “If we know it pro-
gresses more at night, we
know there are different
biological mechanisms that
are more prevalent during
the night. The cortisol
seems to block the biologi-
cal processes that enhance
the tumor.”

ing consciences, deteriorat-
ing character and annihilat-
ing Islam.”

being Palestinian.
Even when the first

Intifada  broke out in 1987
Halabi continued working
in Israel to achieve the
Palestinian goal: save up
money, build a house and
get married, which is what
he did in 1990. Without the
work in Israel, this would
not have been possible. In
Israel, he says, he makes
$80 per day as a laborer,
compared to $60 per day in
the Palestinian territories.

“I tile one square
meter (for a Palestinian pro-
ject) in the West Bank, I get
$7. In “settlements”, the
same amount gets me $14,
while inside Israel it’s $28.
The decision is an easy one.

Halabi says on aver-

age, a Palestinian makes
$420 a month working in
the West Bank, while in
Israel workers earn double
this.

“When I see my kids
can’t eat until I go to the
settlement to work, of
course I’m going to go so I
can not only feed them but
give them a good life,” he
said. An estimated 25,000
Palestinians work in con-
struction in Jewish commu-
nities in the West Bank, and
some Palestinians have said
they should quit because
they are entrenching the
Israeli occupation and mak-
ing an independent
Palestinian state less likely.

Emad Halabi is one
of 40,000 West Bank resi-
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(COGAT) said the number of
working permits for
Palestinians to enter Israel
has increased because of
the “regional stability and
security.”

According to its
2013 statistics, COGAT
issued 42,731 permits to
Palestinians working in
Israel and 24,812 permits
to those working in Jewish
communities in the West
Bank.

The Palestinian
Labor ministry says it is try-
ing to encourage
Palestinians to work in
Palestinian factories and
industries, but not finding it
easy. The unemployment
rate in the West Bank is 24
percent, and even higher
among recent university
graduates. The Palestinian
Authority has recently tried
to encourage workers to

dents with an Israeli permit
to work in Israel. According
to the Palestinian Labor
Ministry, an additional
30,000 work without per-
mits.

“We discourage
those Palestinians who
work without permits
because we cannot protect
them if they are mistreat-
ed,” Ministry of Labor offi-
cial Assem Abu Baker told
The Media Line. For exam-
ple if a laborer is injured
while on the job, his
employer could refuse to
pay for hospital coverage.

To get a permit, men
need to be married, have at
least one child, and be at
least 24 years old. Israel
believes that men in these
categories are less likely to
commit terrorist attacks.

Hikmat Elian, 22,
dropped out of college his
first year, mostly because
he did not see any job
prospects ahead. Instead,
from 2011-2013, he worked
on the production plant
staff at Sodastream, in
Maale Adumim, near
Jerusalem. 

While he said it was
a very difficult job, some-
times standing 12 hours on
your feet, he says it was
worth it because they paid
well. “No one ever ques-
tioned my working in a set-
tlement because everyone
knows the money is better
on the Israeli side,” Elian, a
resident of Al Azaria told
The Media Line.

His average salary
was $7 per hour and on
Saturdays he would receive
$17 an hour. Each morning,
he would go down to the
rendezvous spot where an
Israeli bus would pick him
up along with 200 people. 

Of course, there was the
usual security check.

“There were argu-
ments but the kind that you
have at any work. They were
not political or anything like
that. There was no discrim-
ination against us,” he said.

In 2010, the PA cre-
ated a fund to provide alter-
native employment and
grants in an effort to both
discourage Palestinians
from working in the settle-
ments and boost the West
Bank economy. But that did
not bear fruit. The instabili-
ty in the West Bank did not
give hope either.

Economist Nasr
Abdelkarim says if the labor
ministry or PA in general
wants to stop people from
working in Israel or settle-
ments, they need to encour-
age it. “It’s not a political
decision. Palestinian labor-
ers are motivated by the
economic factors,” he said.

He suggests trying
to decrease dependency of
Palestinians on Israel and
instead strengthening ties
with the rest of the world.
“The government should
design a policy to attract

Rabbi Fired

After Arrest

The board of
Washington D.C. synagogue
Kesher Israel has fired its
chief Rabbi, Barry Freundel,
following his October arrest
on voyeurism charges.  The
rabbi is alleged to have
installed secret cameras in
the showroom of the mikvah
adjacent to the Orthodox
shul.  The board, which told
Freundel that he must
vacate his residence no later
than January 1, 2015, said
that “the alleged acts lead-
ing  t o  th i s  s t ep were a

gross violation of law, priva-
cy, halakha and trust.”
Freundel has also been sus-
pended without pay from
his position at Towson
University, where he taught
in the philosophy and reli-
gious studies department.  

But the synagogue’s
actions have not stopped a
lawsuit being filed against
it, the National Capital
Mikvah, and Georgetown
University.  The law student
who filed the lawsuit accus-
es the rabbi of luring her to
the bath as part of her stud-
ies at the school. She main-
tains that Rabbi Freundel
encouraged practice dunks
and advised non-Jews and
unmarried women and stu-
dents to use the bath in
order to receive credit for
their courses. The suit
claims that the “defendants
turned a blind eye to obvi-
ous signs of Freundel’s
increasingly bizarre behav-
iour, ignoring the bright red
flags that Freundel was act-
ing inappropriately with
women subjected to his
authority.”

Freundel’s next
court date is January 16th.
He has pleaded not guilty
but if the courts find other-
wise he could be sentenced
to six successive year long
terms.

The No Social Security for
Nazis Act closed a loophole
that had allowed ex-Nazis
who lied about their past to
keep their benefits, as long
as they left voluntarily or
simply fled before they were
deported.  Jakob Denzinger,
a former guard at
Auschwitz, who now lives in
Croatia, has been receiving
$1500 per month in Social
Security payments. So, too,
have Peter Mueller, now liv-
ing in Worms, Germany,
Wasyl Lytwyn, now believed
to in Ukraine and Martin
Hartman, thought to be liv-
ing in Berlin.

Jewish groups wel-
comed the bill and urged
the Senate to pass a similar
measure now under consid-
eration.

Independence Party coun-
cillors on Dudley’s Council
planned to oppose the
motion.  UK leader Paul
Brothwood accused the
local Labor party of “caring
more about the West Bank
than the West Midlands...In
reality this motion is
unworkable, as the council
would need to throw out
most computers, most
modern phones, a quarter
of NHS generic drugs and
all their latest scanners”.

Patrick Hurley,
leader of the town’s
Conservative councillors,
believes that  the motion
“will now be kicked into the
long grass.”  He does not
think Labor councillor
Qadar Zada or her col-
leagues will be ”stupid
enough” to bring it back
anytime soon.  And if they
do, Hurley says,
Conservative councillors
will again lead the fight. 

Interestingly, the
local Labor MP, Ian Austin,
has been one of Israel’s
staunchest defenders in the
House of Commons. 

These are not easy
times for the 2000 Jews
living in the besieged city
of Lugansk, now under the
control of pro-Russian
rebels.  Several hundred
Jews recently lined up for
several hours  in freezing
temperatures to receive aid
packages.  “That so many
came despite the cold”,
said Shalom Gopin, the
community’s rabbi and
Chabad emissary, “illus-
trates the growing need for
assistance in a beleaguered
community...Winter is only
worsening the situation of
people who are already
finding it increasingly diffi-
cult to scrape a living in a
war-ravaged place with
intermittent electricity.”
The fact that there was
shoving and shouting
among those standing in
line, something unheard of
for the Jewish community,
indicates just how desper-
ate people are.

T h r o u g h o u t  t h e

fighting the town’s syna-
gogue has remained open
but it will be difficult to do
so as the harshness of win-
ter sets in.  And yet some
Lugansk Jews are actually

returning home after fleeing
for refugee camps earlier in
the year.  “They had enough
of living like refugees”, says
Gopin, “so they decided to
take their chances.”
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
