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bound them to the superstitions and 
primitive animism of their neigh-
bours.  History tells us how com-
pletely in the thrall of demons and 
magic the prehistoric world was and 
how this resulted in spiritual pover-
ty.  A myriad of gods infested the 
mountains and the deserts, the fields 
and the forests, the rivers and the 
streams, each of them requiring 
appeasement.  Then, Moses gave the 
Jews a new concept of god, a God of 
love and morality and law  and even 
if it failed to bring the millennium in 
its own day it was nevertheless a his-
toric landmark in that “search for 
God” which goes on today and which 
will, we suspect, go on until the end 
of time.  

That we were liberated from at 
least the most primitive superstitions 
of an earlier time, gives us reason to 
hope that  in the fullness of time we 
may be liberated from the devastat-
ing impact of our present demons, 
that we will find a new prophet who 
will bring us an understanding of 
God as revolutionary at that which  
Moses brought to the Israelites many 
centuries ago.

The Significance of  
Passover

Passover is the great Jewish 
Festival of Freedom.  Only in a 
physical sense, however, can we 
regard ourselves as being fully free. 
We are, all of us, prisoners of fears 
and frustrations, tensions and anx-
ieties, prejudices and suspicions, 
which deform our souls as surely as 
the whip of the ancient Egyptians 
and Pharoah’s overseers deformed 
the bodies of our Hebrew ancestors.  
A corroding hatred corrupts us, as 
individuals and as nations, and 
limits our capacities to live full and 
meaningful lives.  We strive end-
lessly for material and social suc-
cess, dedicating ourselves not to 
the fulfillment of our potential for 
the pursuit of good but rather to the 
fulfillment of unworthy ambitions 
centering  around public approval 
and personal prestige. 

And yet, the message of 
Passover is one of optimism, both 
for humanity and for those individ-
uals who comprise it.  For Passover 
commemorates the escape of our 
ancient ancestors not alone from 
the physical bondage of their perse-
cutors but from the chains which

excuse for keeping full 
social distancing when we 
are immune and vaccinat-
ed”.  He does worry, howev-
er, that while he is “quite 
impressed with the efficacy 
of vaccines even in older 
people, this is the group 
where there will be most 
variability in the quality of 
the response.”

  I love watching 
Saturday Night Live. It 
makes me laugh. It’s been a 
godsend during the 
Coronavirus and I’m 
amazed they’ve been able to 
do so many live shows.

I 
saw Michael Che – the tal-
ented comic who along with 
Colin Jost does the satirical 
news weekly “Weekend  
Update” – as he did a news 
bit about how Israel has 
vaccinated half its popula-
tion. Che deadpanned: “I’m

going to guess it’s the 
Jewish half.” 

I  raised my eye-
brows at the joke and point-
ed it out to my wife Debbie. 
Hmm. That didn’t seem that 
funny. I love Che. I find him 
vastly entertaining. I also  
love that he uses humor to 

eviscerate racists. But that 
joke sounded to me like… 
well, like maybe he meant 
it. Che was saying that 
Israel is not vaccinating its 
Arab citizens and cares 
more about its Jews. 

I thought to myself, 
Che often does humor about

inequities and racism in 
American society. So it 
looks like he’s buying into a 
narrative that Israel looks 
after its “white” Jewish pop-
ulation but not its darker-
skinned Arab and 
Palestinian citizens. 

What a shame. How 
unfortunate that a good guy 
like him thinks that. 
Apparently, we Jews have 
done a poor job educating 
the world about how Israel 
has 3 million Arab citizens

Had it not been dis-
solved in 2011, the 
Canadian Jewish Congress 
(CJC) would have celebrated 
its 100th anniversary last 
year as an organization rec-
ognized and respected 
worldwide for its strong and 
successful advocacy role. 

At a time when acts 
of intolerance in an unsta-
ble world seem only to be 
growing worse, we believe 
there is an important role 
for a body like CJC. While 
existing Jewish organiza-
tions serve the community 
well, none can truly present 
itself as being democratical-
ly elected. 

CJC stood out from 
the time of its founding in 
Montreal in 1919 for exactly 
that. Its officers were not 
appointed, but rather elect-
ed. Triennial plenary 
assemblies allowed for 
members of the Jewish 
community from coast to 
coast to register as dele-
gates and vote for represen-
tatives as well as on policy 
matters. Their work was 
vital. As historian and for-
mer CJC national president 
Professor Irving Abella stat-
ed in Toronto’s Globe and 
Mail newspaper: “On March 
16, 1919, 209 Canadian 
Jews gathered in the 
Monument National Theatre 
in Montreal to take part in 
the founding of the 
Canadian Jewish Congress. 
This was, at the time, a 
country of quotas, restric-
tions and boycotts. It was 
and would, for most of the 
next 50 years, remain a 
nation blanketed by a sti-
fling and seemingly impene-
trable antisemitism and 
xenophobia.” 

The so-called 
“Parliament of Canadian 
Jewry” had a unique struc-
ture that provided for 
Canada-wide representa-

tion. Delegates from nation-
al, regional and local Jewish 
organizations as well as 
synagogues and service 
clubs from across the coun-
try were able to have mean-
ingful input into national 
and regional policy through 
regular local meetings, 
regional conferences and 
annual consultations cul-
minating in a plenary 
assembly every three years. 
Although this was a com-
plex process, especially at 
the national level, given the 
vast size of the country, it 
provided for a truly valuable 
mechanism for discussion 
and policy-making on criti-
cal issues. With the advent 
of online meetings, it is easy 
to surmise that a continued 
CJC would have been able 
not only to maintain but 
also to expand its grass-
roots consultative role in 
the finest democratic tradi-
tion. 

Largely for this rea-
son, as well as for the excel-
lence and professionalism of 
CJC’s representations, the 
doors of government offi-
cials of all political stripes—
federally, provincially and 
across the world—opened 
widely for CJC delegations. 
The same was true for diplo-
matic missions and interna-
tional organizations. 

CJC was constantly 
in the news with its proac-
tive approach when it came 
to denouncing and combat-
ing antisemitism, racism 
and Holocaust denial, 
ensuring that Nazi war 
criminals in our midst were 
brought to justice, standing 
up for Israel, and reaching 
out to small Jewish commu-
nities scattered throughout 
the country. For decades 
CJC spearheaded advocacy 
for Jews who desperately 
needed help in the former 
Soviet Union, Ethiopia, Syria

and elsewhere and it was 
the founder of The Jewish 
Immigrant Aid Society.

than in any country in the 
Middle East. As for the coro-
navirus, about 70 percent of 
Israeli Arabs over 60 have 
now been vaccinated. As for 
Jews in Israel being white, 
Israel has a large Black 
Jewish population which it 
brought to freedom in dar-
ing military operations from 
Ethiopia. And there are mil-
lions of Israeli Jews who 
hail from Arab and Muslim 
countries, like my father 
who was born in Iran and 
who came to Israel as a 
teenager, who enrich 
Israel’s multicultural soci-
ety. 

So how can we have 
failed to inform mainstream 
African-American personali-
ties like Michael Che of 
these truths? 

We can, of course, 
accuse Che of anti-
Semitism. Many, stupidly, 
already have and even 
called for the firing of who-
ever wrote the joke. But is 
that fair? Does Che have 
any history of anti-
Semitism? To paraphrase 
Abraham, will a just com-
munity not itself practice 
justice? 

What we in the 
Jewish community don’t 
want to accept is that our 
natural allies and friends in 
the African-American com-
munity are increasingly 
being told that Israel is a 
racist country that practices 
apartheid. And rather than 
respond intelligently and 
factually, we’re just assum-
ing that we can’t win these 
arguments in the market-
place of ideas. 

I  saw it with our 
own  2001 Champions of 
Jewish Values Gala.   We 
were honored to hold an 
evening dedicated to 
African-American and 
Jewish friendship, with 
celebrities like Steve Harvey 
and Dionne Warwick joining 
the festivities. 

Linda Sarsour tried 
to publicly discourage some 
from participating in the 

event. Evidently, the friend-
ship between the Jewish 
and Black communities is 
not something she would 
encourage. But for the most 
part, she failed. 

Because, the truth 
is, we have great friends in 
the African-American com-
munity who love and sup-
port us, just as we love and 
support them. 

So why would we be 
silly enough to attack 
Michael Che as an anti-
Semite when we can be far 
more effective respecting 
him and giving him the 
facts? 

He told an unfortu-
nate and offensive “joke” 
about Israel. It was a blun-
der. Instead of attacking,

let’s turn it into a teachable 
moment and engage him in 
a dialogue. 

Fact: The Jewish 
people taught the world in 
our Bible that every human 
being is created equally in 
the image of God, regardless 
of race, color, or creed. 

Fact: The greatest 
American of the 20th centu-
ry, Martin Luther King, Jr., 
used the Hebrew prophets – 
Isaiah, Jeremiah, Micah, 
Zechariah, and Amos – as 
the inspiration for countless 
speeches in the civil rights 
movement. He leveraged the 
Bible as a liberation mani-
festo to fight Jim Crow and 
segregation. 

Fact: Israel is the 
only democracy in the 
Middle East, with the sole 
exception of Tunisia. 

Fact: Israel’s Arab 
citizens enjoy all rights that 
Jewish citizens enjoy, and 
in addition are not drafted 
into the military as Jews 
are. This is notable 
because during Vietnam 
many in the African-
American community 
pointed out the inequity of 
Black Americans being 
drafted at a proportionately 
much higher rate than 
white Americans. In Israel, 
it’s the Jews who are draft-
ed and must fight. 

Fact: 70% of Israeli 
Arabs over 60 have already 
received the coronavirus 

vaccine. 
Fact: It is true, and 

should be acknowl-
edged,that some of Israel’s 
Arab citizens have question-
able faith in the vaccine 
because they don’t trust the 
government. Israel must 
acknowledge this and do its 
utmost through education 
to impress upon them the 
efficacy of the vaccine. 

Fact: The 1995 Oslo 
Accords stipulate that the 
Palestinian Authority is 
responsible for Palestinians 
living in the West Bank and 
Gaza. Even so, Israel has 
already transferred to the 
Palestinian Authority sever-
al thousand doses for its 
health employees and has 
agreed to vaccinate about 
100,000 Palestinians who 
are employed by Israel. 

None of this means 
that Michael Che has no 
right to criticize or question 
Israel. Of course he does. 
Israel is an open and free 
society where public criti-
cism is the national pas-
time. It does mean, howev-
er, that Israel can respect-
fully respond to Che with 
facts, opening a dialogue 
that will hopefully bring 
light to these critical 
issues. 

King Solomon 
famously said there is a 
time for war and a time for 
peace. The Jewish commu-
nity has some real enemies, 
like Hamas, who have a 
charter that seeks our peo-
ple’s annihilation. 

But why would we 
be silly enough to place all 
critics in the same boat and 
assume that they wish us 
ill? 

I  do not believe that 
is the case with Michael 
Che. He is not Louis 
Farrakhan who calls Jews 
termites. He is not the gov-
ernment of Iran which calls 
Israel a cancer and a tumor. 
He is a comic on one of 
America’s most influential 
shows who probably is sim-
ply misguided about Israeli 
society.

petuates the false notion 
that Israel doesn’t care 
about its Arab brothers and 
sisters. Nothing, it should 
be obvious,  can be further 
from the truth. 

Israel just signed 
historic agreements with 
the UAE, Morocco, Bahrain, 
and Sudan. Tens of thou-
sands of Israelis are flock-
ing to Dubai where they are 
openly welcomed by their 
Arab hosts. Likewise, Israel 
withdrew from territory 
three times its size in Sinai 
to have peace with Egypt 
and has peace treaties with 
Jordan and the Oslo 
accords with the Palestinian 
Authority. It did all this 
because it wants peace and 
goodwill with its Arab 
neighbors in general and its 
Palestinian brothers and 
sisters in particular.

JEWISH GOP FAVOURITE IN 2024

FORMER UN AMBASSADOR AND GOVERNOR  
of South Carolina, Nikki Haley, has acknowl-
edged that Donald Trump “let us down”.  The 
move is risky given Trump’s still party loyalty 
and because Haley has designs on the 
Republican party nomination in 2024.  Until 
now Haley has somehow managed to promote 
Trump’s foreign policy while distancing herself 
from his outbursts.  GOP Jews will be happy 
with Haley’s break from her former boss.  Her 
support of Israel at the United Nations has 
made her very popular among Jewish 
Republicans otherwise uncomfortable with 
Trump. At the AIPAC’s annual conference  in 
2019 she told Jewish delegates that “I wear 
high heels.  It’s not a fashion statement, it’s 
because if I see something wrong I will  kick it 
every single time”.   

We originally wrote 
this article for the Toronto 
and Montreal editions of 
The Jewish Standard maga-
zine and posted it online. 
The response was well 
beyond what we could have  
imagined. In fact, it has 
resulted in an extraordinary 
reunion of CJC leaders from 
the past two decades from 
coast to coast. We have 
already met via Zoom twice.

We had 
so many CJC alumni eager 
to be part of the second call,  
we had to establish a wait-
ing list. 

A blog  (https://cjc

1919.blogspot.com) has 
been launched to document  
our exchanges. Initially the 
consensus is to focus our 
attention on organizing a 
series of lectures related to 
themes from CJC’s decorat-
ed past. These can be orga-
nized virtually and we hope 
to roll some news out to 
that effect soon. CJC was 
an organization that truly 
had a voice in every corner 
of the country and we 
strongly believe that this is 
needed again. 

Today we believe 
that the name and, even 
more importantly, the mis-
sion of the Canadian Jewish 
Congress are missed. The 
void of its departure from 
the Canadian scene has not

been filled. Over a century 
after its founding and a 
decade after its demise, per-
haps the time has come to 
reconstitute this exception-
al organization. 

Ottawa resident 
Jack Silverstone served as

national executive director 
and general counsel and 
then as executive vice-presi-
dent of CJC from 1985 to 
2003. Mike Cohen of 
Montreal was CJC’s nation-
al director of communica-
tions from 1988 to 1999.

famous. 
“At some point your 

luck runs out” Borat said in 
an interview on NPR. When 
filming a sequel last year to 
the 2006 “Borat” film, he 
was advised that he should 
wear a bullet proof vest to a 
gun rally because there was 
a chance he might get shot.  
“I was very aware that once 
the crowd realized that I 
was a fake, that it could 
turn really ugly and it could 
be really dangerous,” he 
said. 

Borat faced a law-
suit stemming from “Borat 
2” when the daughter of a 
Holocaust survivor claimed 
that her mother, who died 
before the film came out, 
was “horrified” that Borat 
had tricked her into appear-
ing in a comedy.  Another 
lawsuit came from Roy 
Moore, the disgraced former 
candidate for the Senate in 
Alabama, who was a “guest” 
on Cohen’s Showtime series 
“Who is America?”  Cohen 
appeared as an Israeli ter-
rorism  expert who came 
with what he called a  
pedophile detecting device 
that beeped when it came 
near Moore, who has been 
accused of assaulting multi-
ple women. 

In 2019 Cohen 
addressed the Anti-
Defamation League confer-
ence and labelled social 
media  “the greatest propa-
ganda machine in history”.  
He has been especially crit-
ical of Facebook CEO Mark 
Zuckerberg accusing him 
of contributing to the  
growing spread of 
Holocaust denial. 

Ironically,  Sacha 
Baron Cohen’s new Borat 
film took top honours at 
this year’s Golden Globe 
Awards. Borat’s  Subsequent 
Moviefilm, released nearly 
15 years after the hit first 
installment, was named 
best musical or comedy 
film. Baron Cohen also won 
best actor for his role as the 
lead character.

Blacks in Britain 
Suspicious of Jews 
 

A poll in Great 
Britain has found that 21 
percent of Black Britons 
believe Jews have a dispro-
portionately high level of 
control over the global 
banking system, 15 percent 
over the global media and 
16 percent over the global 
entertainment and music 
sector.  For the rest of the 
population the percentages 
were 11, 6 and 7 respective-
ly. 

Social integration 
was  found to be a key fac-
tor.  Black “bonders”, Black 
people who say at least half, 
most or all of their friends 
are  Black,  were more likely 
to believe that Jews dispro-
portionately controlled 
these industries than Black 
“bridges”, Blacks who say 
few of their close friends are 
Black and that their social 
group was mostly made up 
of whites. 

Rakib Essan, a 
research fellow at the Henry 
Jackson Society, a think 
tank that fights extremism,  
and which commissioned 
the survey, called the 
results “striking”.  “The 
unfortunate reality”, he 
said, “is that British anti-
Semitism is more prevalent 
in specific racial and reli-
gious minorities - especially 
their less integrated ele-
ments.”

Anthony  Gonzales who was 
one of 10 Republicans in 
the House of 
Representatives who voted 
to impeach the former pres-
ident.

In 2018, 
Robinson, who is Black, 
attacked the creators of  the 
Black Panther character, 
after a movie about the 
Marvel comics superhero 
was released. “It’s absolute-
ly AMAZING to me,” 
Robinson posted on  
Facebook, “that people who 
know so little about their

true history and REFUSE to 
acknowledge the pure sorry 
state of their current condi-
tion can get so excited 
about a fictional ‘hero’ cre-
ated by an agnostic Jew and 
put to film by a satanic 
Marxist”.  “How can this 
trash, that was only created 
to pull the shekels out of 
your Schvartze pockets, 
invoke any pride?”

Banning 
Nazi Symbols

A Victorian govern-
ment inquiry into anti-vilifi-
cation protections has rec-
ommended that the 
Australian state govern-
ment make it a criminal 
offence to display Nazi sym-
bols.  “It is important to 
send a clear message to the 
community”, said Caulfield 
MP David Southwick, “that 
the Nazi symbolism is not 
acceptable in any form, and 
has wide ranging, negative 
social effects.”  The Victoria 
police would be given 
enhanced powers to enforce 
the regulations that vilify 
targeted communities. 

The committee also 
heard from witnesses who 
stressed that it is vitally 
important to prevent racism 
in schools.  Targeting preju-
dice in early schooling, they 
argued, helps to ensure that 
it does not become 
entrenched and systemic in 
future years.
